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ROMAN STATUES BRING BATH LOCALS TO A STANDSTILL 

 

Five real-life Roman statues took to the streets of Bath yesterday, bringing locals to a standstill as they 

looked on. 

The statues spent the day out and about in the city to mark the arrival of Apex City of Bath Hotel, 

gifting passers-by with special Apex Oliver vouchers – named for the city’s historic local currency.
